She stumbled on a video of a man drawing madalas and 
instantly became intrigued with the beauty and symmetry 
of them.  She decided to combine her love for pyrography 
(wood burning) and mandala drawing and her passion was 
born.

She draws each mandala on wood blanks and wood burns 
the design, sometimes adding color and then pours each 
with epoxy resin for a glass-like finish. Her skateboard 
won first prize in the gallery’s fine art show last fall.  
Becca recently joined the gallery Board and is a Vice Pres-
ident.

This class is 
offered free of charge for children ages 5-12 on a regular basis.  The 
class is a fun afternoon art project usually themed to the month.  The 
next class is being held by Mary Saile, April 20 from 1:00-2:30pm 
with acrylic pour.  Pre-registration is required.

Fairies Needle Felting
Visiting artist Corbin Brashear from Williams Ore 
travels to the gallery to offer her needle felting 
classes.  The class offered on April 7th is sold out.
However, we hope to have other classes in the 
offering.  Corbin is a renowned needle felting artist 
who often provides classes throughout the area 
and frequently sells her art at craft shows along the 
coast.  Classes range in price between $60-65 with 
all supplies included.  Pre-registration is required
