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I am a contemporary artist and an enrolled member of the Yurok Tribe. My work is grounded in process, material honesty, and 
direct engagement with the natural world. Growing up in Alaska and the Pacific Northwest shaped how I understand nature, 
time, structure, and imperfection, and those ideas continue to inform my work.

For me, process and materials are as important as the finished piece. I frequently make my own gesso, paints, mediums, and 
fixatives, working with pigments such as copper and iron oxides, charcoal, and hand-ground materials. My gesso incorporates 
acrylic resin and chalk gathered from a beach in the United Kingdom, and I prefer rough, unsanded surfaces over smooth 
white canvas. I also make my own fixative for pastel and charcoal using milk casein and ethanol, valuing material performance 
and integrity over commercial alternatives. Grinding sumi ink is a meditative part of my practice that establishes rhythm and 
intention before marks are made.

I work across multiple mediums and am drawn to abstraction, movement, and emotional charge. Nature—especially the 
woods and the ocean—serves as both influence and anchor, shaping work that reflects tension, rhythm, and stillness rather 
than literal depiction. Influenced by figure drawing, I aim to capture motion, drama, and feeling without prescribing narrative.

I believe strong art should provoke thought, emotion, and interpretation. When different viewers encounter the same work and 
each comes away with a different story, the work succeeds.
